4. The chair reviewed slides on the patent policy and anti-trust guidance.

5. Motion by Dave Case

“Move to develop a new chapter for the standard to address the interference potential of new technologies and not require testing of products that do not have a significant potential for interference.”

Motion passed unanimously.  Volunteers to join the task group to prepare chapter were solicited, those volunteering for the task group are Dave Case, Joe Morissey, Dave Preves, Stephen Berger, Steve Julstrom, Jim Turner.
6. Motion by Steve Julstrom

“Move to develop a test procedure in Clause 4 to implement a generalized test method, but leave the current method unchanged in the document.  The new method would apply to new RF technologies, not presently included in the current AWF table.”

Motion passed.  Volunteers to join the task group to prepare chapter were solicited, those volunteering for the task group are Joe Morissey, Dave Preves, Scott Isabelle, Steve Julstrom, Steve Coston, Mead Killion, Jim Turner, Stephen Berger.
7. Motion from Joe Morissey

“Move to adopt a low power exclusion.  Devices or air interfaces that transmit below 2.7 GHz and below 200 mW of peak transmit power, as currently defined in the standard, is exempt from testing and can be labeled as hearing aid compatible at a M4 category per the standard.”

Motion was tabled with a call for data to bring light to the motion.
8. Questions were asked about the specification and calibration of instrumentation to be used in the generalized test method.  The WG chair took an action item to prepare material for the draft.
